Directions to le Chevalier Noir at Cordes sur Ciel

· From the airport hire-car parking lot you travel towards Toulouse and other routes (Autres Routes).
· Follow all signs for ALBI in blue (motorway). You will travel around Toulouse on their sort of ring road.  Be careful of the speed camera.
· Just keep heading for Albi by blue motorway. Do not head for Albi on the green roads. 
· Eventually the motorway becomes the A68. Keep on it towards Albi and Castres.
· You will go through a peage (toll) which costs 1,30 euros, so is pretty cheap.
· Continue on the A68 to junction 9 about 40 km away (for Gaillac and Cordes Sur Ciel).
· Leave the motorway at junction 9 and follow signs through a couple of roundabouts to Gaillac.
· Then take slip road up to the right  following signs to Cordes 
· Turn right at junction at end of sliproad.
· You will now head into Gaillac, across the river. A nice view of the Abbey on the right.
· Go past the Abbey, road is still 2-way but quite narrow.
· At end of the road you have to turn right (one way) down to a little roundabout where you actually go all the way round the roundabout to double back on yourself.
· (You couldn't turn left at the top of the previous road, so that's why you have to go ‘round the houses’ here).
· Anyway, the doubled-back road takes you to another roundabout with a fountain in the middle. Turn right towards Cordes.
· Now just carefully follow all the signs for Cordes.
· It will take you through the hillsides and vineyards of the Gaillac wine region, via a village called Cahuzac sur Vere.
· Eventually, if you have followed all the signs correctly, you will end up at the bottom of Cordes.
· Drive up into the lower village and at the TABAC (with cards and newspapers outside) on the left after the Moulin coffee/cake shop turn sharp left up cobblestones.
· Warning, it doesn't look like a road at first.
· Follow the narrow road up towards the top of Cordes.
· At the high point for you, the road levels off for a few hundred metres with some reasonable views and then you get an 'odd' junction where the main road goes downwards to the left and more cobble stones go up right to the Haut Ville proper. You turn LEFT.
· Follow the road down for about 300 metres and you should see on the left hand side a long low wall followed by a double garage, single carport gateway, a sign for Le Chevalier Noir, and then some very large wrought iron gates with a couple of pillars. YOU HAVE ARRIVED. There is a bell on the left-hand pedestrian gate. Just press it and come on in.
